Banana fibres in car construction  

Abaca (Musa Textilis), a wild banana species native to the Philippines, is famous for 

its extremely high tensile strength. Now, its fibres are also used as a composite 

material for the base plate of the Mercedes-Benz A- and B-Class. This marks the first 

time that a natural fibre is used in the exterior of a car. But the plant is not only 

important as a resource; it is also of ecological value. In rainforestation farming, a 

land-use system developed by NatureLife-International together with the University 

of Hohenheim and the Visayas State University, it is a useful plant especially in the 

initial stages, when there are not many shady trees yet. Marlito Bande, staff member 

of the Visayas State University in Leyte on the Philippines, is examining until when 

abaca can be used in rainforestation farming and when the lightning conditions 

under the trees of the secondary forest are too bad for cultivation. He does his 

doctorate at the University of Hohenheim under Prof. Dr. Joachim Sauerborn.
